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The Learning 4 Life School Library Media Specialist Conference was held over a three day time period and included four presenters, multiple vendors and 35 different workshops.  Topics ranged from library management and administration to building professional relationships and instructional activities.


I was able to speak to vendors of books, software and supplies.  Kapco Book Protection had a really great product to protect the less expensive, and therefore much more disposable, paperback books.  


Of the four presenters, two were authors of mostly young adult literature.  I really enjoyed listening to Linda Sue Park and Susan Campbell Bartoletti speak and I will watch for their books to see if any are appropriate for an elementary school library.  I didn’t find much of value in the presentations of the other two ladies.


I attended five of the 35 workshops:  Early Inquiry with Activity Stations, Fun Reading Events are not Fiction, a Workshop for Muses, Get the Word Out – Promotion + Marketing = Advocacy and Management, Marketing and Collaboration.  I found Early Inquiry with Activity Stations and Management, Marketing and Collaboration to be the most useful.


The Learning 4 Life conference presented a multitude of ideas on a wide range of topics.  I found hearing about management to be just as valuable as learning about different teaching ideas.  I heard so many ideas that it will take a while for me to process it all but I do look forward to implementing as many things as possible next year.
