I would like to thank Dr. Coseo and the TEPS Committee for giving me the opportunity to attend the conference Helping Children with Auditory Processing Disorders presented by Dr. Jay Lucker on Wednesday, November10, 2010 at the Holiday Inn in Amherst, New York.
